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Britain has picked up the wooden spoon in a recent survey looking into the electrical recycling habits of Euro-
peans. According to the results of the new research, we are apparently the worst in Europe when it comes to
recycling WEEE (Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment).

WEEE comprises such devices as mobile phones, PCs, laptops and games consoles, and the research carried
out by Dell suggests that we are falling way behind the rest of the continent when it comes to recycling these
products.

The survey questioned 5,000 people across Europe regarding their recycling habits when it comes to old elec-
tronic products, and found that in Britain only half of consumers take appropriate recycling steps, compared to
an impressive 80% of Germans.

Indeed, Germany, Spain, France and ltaly all out-perform us when it c)omes to having a greater awareness of
recycling initiatives, which is the root of the problem. Greater awareness leads to a greater level of recycling,
so we still have a long way to go.

Within the UK, it was the Welsh who performed the worst, with 19% of people admitting that they had never
recycled any of their technology products. This was followed closely by people living in the north of England.

There was also confusion between standard recycling and the recycling of electronic products. In the north
east of England, almost three quarters of people claim to do what they can to recycle, but less than 1% recycle
their electronic products. There is also little knowledge across the country of exactly what the WEEE initiative
is, which all paints a rather depressing picture of recycling in the UK.

An interview with Amartya Sen, the Nobel Prize-winning economist and author of Development as
Freedom

Eyebrows were raised when Amartya Sen won the Nobel Prize in Economics in 1998. Sen had frequently
been mentioned as a candidate, but it had been predicted that in an era when laissez-faire market economics
were all the rage Sen’s insistence on looking beyond GNP figures — his penchant for emphasizing the social in
the social science of economics — meant that he would never win the prize.

Do you think development has in fact changed? Is it more sensitive, softer, than it used to be?

I don’t think development is softer — that implies it's not sufficiently exacting — but certainly there was a sense
for a while that development was a very hard process, and that people had to sacrifice. There was a lot of
blood, sweat, and tears involved.

Why did that change come about?

Well, | think maybe because the previous view was mostly mistaken. There was a tension in it. The market
economy succeeds not because some people’s interests are suppressed and other people are kept out of the
market, but because people gain individual advantage from it. So, | don't really see that the proponents of the
harsh model got the general idea at all right. They had some dreadful slogans like, “You have to break some
eggs to make an omelet.” It's a totally misleading analogy — a pretty costly one aesthetically, and also it’s quite
mistaken in terms of understanding the nature of man. So, | think the change came about because it was
overdue.
